Temporary Suspension of Licenses for Recruitment of Expatriate Manpower
in Some Professions in the Sultanate of Oman

The Philippine Embassy in Muscat reported that the Ministry of Manpower (MoM)
in Oman has issued Ministerial Decision 38/2018 on 24 January 2018 which temporarily
suspends for six (6) months the authorization to hire non-Omani mahpower or expatriate
workers in 87 professions in 10 employment sectors. ¢

The Embassy further cited that the temporary ban is a result of the effort of the
Oman Council of Ministers in pursuing nationalization policy in the private sector to
provide 25,000 jobs to Omani citizens. The six-month ban will be an evaluation period
for the Government to assess and analyze the impact of the policy on its citizens and
possible benefits to the economy.

For the next six months, working visas for listed professions will not be processed
by the Ministry of Manpower. Visas issued before the effectivity of the ban, however, will
remain valid until its expiration. Establishments registered with the Oman Public Authority
for Small and Medium Enterprises Development (RIYADA) and those insured with the
Public Authority for Social Insurance (PASI) are exempted from the ban.

Attached as an integral part of this Advisory is a copy of Oman Ministry of
Manpower Ministerial Decision No. 38/2018 including the list of professions covered by
the suspension for reference.

Regarding banning temporarily the licenses for recruitment of expatriate
manpower in some professions

Article one

The decision has temporarily banned the recruitment of expatriate manpower by
the private sector in the sectors mentioned hereunder for six months.

Article two

The decision does not apply to establishments owned by employers wholly
devoted to management of their establishments which are registered with the
Public Authority for Small and Medium Enterprises Development and insured with
the Public Authority for Social Insurance (PASI)

Article three

The decision shall take effect from the day of its publication in the Official
Gazette.
